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IASP Sponsors Global Year Against Musculoskeletal P ain  
Initiative calls for more research, improved treatm ent methods, greater public awareness 

 

SEATTLE, Oct. 19, 2009 – The Global Year Against Musculoskeletal Pain officially launches today, focusing 

attention on one of the largest and most significant areas of pain. Sponsored by the nonprofit International 

Association for the Study of Pain (IASP), the 12-month campaign aims to generate greater awareness among 

medical researchers, health care professionals, government leaders, and the general public about 

musculoskeletal pain and its substantial impact on patients worldwide. 

     More people around the world experience musculoskeletal pain than any other category of pain. According 

to pain experts, the problem is extremely complex and far-reaching, encompassing many different types of pain, 

including neck pain, joint pain, limb pain, low back pain, bone pain, and chronic widespread pain. However, 

despite the broad range of conditions and symptoms involved, all types of musculoskeletal pain share similar 

underlying mechanisms, manifestations, and potential treatments. 

     The 2009–2010 campaign, with its theme of “When Moving Hurts: Assess, Understand, Take Action,” 

provides a platform for people—especially pain researchers and clinicians—to explore these issues and, 

ultimately, develop more effective treatment methods to relieve patients’ pain and suffering. Led by IASP 

Global Year Co-Chairs Dr. Lars Arendt-Nielsen (Denmark) and Dr. Kathleen Sluka (United States), the 

initiative will mobilize IASP’s members and chapters, and forge partnerships with other organizations, to: 

�  Disseminate information about musculoskeletal pain worldwide, with particular emphasis on 
developing countries.

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�  Educate pain researchers as well as health care professionals globally who see the issues associated 
with musculoskeletal pain first-hand in their interactions with patients. 

�  Increase awareness of musculoskeletal pain among government officials, members of the media, and 
the general public worldwide. 

�  Encourage government leaders, research institutions, and other key decision-makers to support more 
research, thus producing more effective and accessible treatment methods and outcomes for people 
with musculoskeletal pain. 

     IASP has published a series of fact sheets covering more than 20 specific topics related to musculoskeletal 

pain, such as rheumatoid arthritis, myofascial pain, repetitive strain injuries, basic aspects of muscle pain, 

functional disorders (i.e., chronic fatigue syndrome, post-traumatic stress disorder, restless legs), and 

psychological treatment for chronic musculoskeletal pain. The fact sheets will be translated into multiple 

languages and available to download for free from the IASP website. Additionally, over the next year, issues of 

IASP’s Pain: Clinical Updates newsletter will explore current topics in musculoskeletal pain. The association 

and its chapters in more than 80 countries will also sponsor meetings, symposia, pain camps, speeches, media 

interviews, publications, and other efforts to educate health workers, government officials, and the public on the 

issues surrounding musculoskeletal pain. 

     “I urge everyone who is concerned about pain—from researchers and health care professionals to 

government and community leaders—to join us in this vital effort as we confront the challenges of 

musculoskeletal pain in all its forms,” said IASP President G.F. Gebhart. “By working together and sharing the 

latest research and treatment approaches, we can greatly reduce pain and suffering in millions of patients around 

the world.”
